NICK KENYON MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP

Nicholas Kenyon was a fourth-generation farmer, entrepreneur, and lifelong resident of Waitsfield, Vermont. He passed away unexpectedly in December 2021, and in response, his family, friends, and community came together to establish this scholarship in his memory.
Nick was proud to be a farmer. Together with his family, he raised beef cattle, laying hens, and worked alongside cattle dogs on the family farm. He believed farming was more than an occupation—it was a way of life built on hard work, stewardship of the land, care for animals, and service to the community. 

Nick considered it an honor to produce quality food for others and was a steadfast supporter of Vermont's agricultural heritage. He was passionate about helping people understand where their food comes from and the dedication required to produce it. He recognized the challenges facing today's farmers and believed strongly in supporting the next generation of agricultural leaders.

The Nick Kenyon Memorial Scholarship was created to encourage and support Vermont students pursuing careers that contribute to the future of agriculture, food production, natural resource stewardship, and rural communities. The scholarship seeks to recognize students who demonstrate academic promise, a strong work ethic, and an interest in strengthening the agricultural community in Vermont and beyond.

ELIGIBILITY
To be eligible for the Nick Kenyon Memorial Scholarship, applicants must:
· Be a Vermont resident.
· Be a graduating high school senior.
· Have been accepted for enrollment in an accredited college, university, technical school, or certificate program.
· Demonstrate academic promise and a strong work ethic.
· Be pursuing a course of study in agriculture or an agriculture-related field, including but not limited to:
Agriculture
Agribusiness
Animal Science
Veterinary Technology or Veterinary Medicine
Dairy Science
Agricultural Engineering
Food Science
Environmental Science
Plant Science or Horticulture
Forestry
Natural Resource Management
Farm Business Management
* Applicants with direct experience in agriculture, including farming, livestock production, 4-H, FFA, agricultural employment, or family agricultural operations, are especially encouraged to apply.

SCHOLARSHIP AWARD
One scholarship in the amount of $1,000 will be awarded annually. The award will be paid directly to the recipient upon verification of enrollment in an eligible educational program.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS
Applicants must submit:
• A completed scholarship application form.
• Proof of acceptance to an accredited college, university, technical school, or certificate program.
• An essay addressing the following questions:
1. What do you intend to study and why?
2. How has agriculture influenced your life, interests, or career goals?
3. Describe an experience that shaped your understanding of agriculture, farming, food production, or natural resource stewardship.
4. What else would you like the scholarship committee to know about you?

SELECTION CRITERIA
Recipients will be selected based on:
• Commitment to agriculture or an agriculture-related field
• Educational and career goals
• Academic promise
• Quality of essay submission

DEADLINE
Completed applications must be received by June 30th for consideration for the upcoming academic year. The scholarship recipient will be announced in July.
